Position Purpose 

The National Coach supervises and takes care for the training and coaching of 

the shotgun shooters that are participating in the full time top - sports 

program for our Adult and Junior shooters categories. 

Reporting Structure 

Functionally the National Shotgun coach reports directly to the Technical 

Director and to the Board of Directors of The Peruvian Shooting Federation. 

Most Important Result Responsibilities 

a. To set up a training scheme/project for several years, as well as the 

matching annual plans. 

b. To organize and execute a daily training program (that includes 

technical shooting sports training, physical training as well as mental 

training) which demonstrably will result in an improvement of the 

performances and results of the participating top - shooters. 

c. To give training to the athletes from the fulltime top – sports program 

and to the shooters that are taking part in the junior program. 

d. To supervise, guide and coach the athletes mentioned in point C; 

during the Local and International competitions such as Continental 



Championships, World Championships, Grand Prix Championships, 

World Cups and Olympic Games. 

e. To give advice and guidance when asked on equipment, shotguns, 

rules and regulations.  

f. To manage the supervising team, the Medical Supervision, mental 

supervision, physical supervision and the logistics organization, all in 

coordination and consultation and approval of the Board of Directors 

of The Peruvian Shooting Federation. 

g. To set up a selection criteria in coordination with the Board of 

Directors of the Peruvian Shooting Federation. 

h. To take care of the coaching and guidance of the possible Talent Local 

Trainers. 

i. To consult with the Local Trainers regarding the progress of the 

shooters in the Talent training program.
